background

The Moscow Brewing Company (MBC) is 
a total beverage company with a broad 
product portfolio and a brewing capacity 
of 3.8 million hectoliters per year. MBC 
is the road-to-market in Russia for more 
than 25 renowned brands. Zighuli, the 
most successful Russian beer brand over 
the last three years, amounts for 80% of 
the beer production. MBC also produces 
Mospivo beer for the Moscow region and is 
the licensed brewery for Oettinger, FAXE, 
Coors Light, KIRIN, Breznak and Selka. The 
choice for the BMF filter line was made as it 
fits MBC’s sustainable mindset and quality 
requirements. Another decisive factor was 
Pentair’s expertise concerning the brewing 
process that is reflected in all project 
stages. 

Therefore, MBC has decided to use only 
BMF technology for their future brewery 
expansions to have full insurance of the 
beer quality and process costs.

The BMF system at MBC is a so-called third 
generation BMF-18, which offers significant 
advantages such as a reduced Capex and 
Opex, lower water consumption and lower 
beer losses. After a successful start-up, the 
BMF system is serviced and monitored by 
Pentair Components & Services in order to 
ensure optimum performance. If necessary, 
the BMF is extendable with two extra skids 
to increase capacity to 600 hl/h.
